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Kazakhstan plans to launch 200 new enterprises worth 1.7 trillion tenge ($3.5 billion) in 2026, 
where nearly 20,000 people are expected to be employed, President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev said, 
Trend reports via the press service of the Kazakh President.
